Ballot Box Priorities—Do Jews Consider Themselves Jewish Americans or American Jews When They Vote? 

Since the middle of the 19th century, Jews have debated whether or not they should prioritize their Jewish interests/concerns when voting.  Over the years, many have insisted that all Americans, including Jewish citizens, must think about what is best for America as a whole when they cast their votes.  Others contended that America is  (to quote Walt Whitman) “not merely a nation but a teeming Nation of nations,” and therefore each little “nation” or “interest group” is entitled to assert its own priorities.  In this presentation, Dr. Zola will discuss how this debate evolved over the course of our American Jewish past, and how our consideration of this question is impacted by current concerns around events since October 7, and as we anticipate this Fall’s election season.

George Washington, Jews, and the Story of Religious Freedom in America

One of the best-known letters in all of American Jewish history is President Washington’s letter to the Jews of Congregation Yeshuat Israel (a.k.a. “Touro Synagogue”) in Newport, Rhode Island.  This letter confirmed the Constitution’s “promise” to guarantee every religion in America “full and equal membership” in the nation’s polity.  Dr. Zola will address the historical circumstances that prompt-ed “the father of our nation” to compose the particular letter, and will consider the first president’s perspective on the tension between the competing ideals of “minority rights” and “majority rules” in the new nation.

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Cemetery Visit – Sunday, September 15, 1 PM 

In the months of Av and Tishrei, it is customary for Jews to visit the gravesites of loved ones. For many of our congregants, this is not a possibility for various reasons. Congregation Etz Chaim is sponsoring a visitation at one of Cincinnati’s oldest Jewish  cemeteries. 

The United Jewish Cemetery, or Walnut Hills Cemetery, was dedicated in 1850, and is the most historic Jewish cemetery in Cincinnati.  A number of Jewish notables are buried there: Murray Seasongood, mayor of Cincinnati from 1926-1929 and the leader of the Charterite movement; David Urbansky, a Union soldier awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor for gallantry at the battles of Vicksburg and Shiloh, buried in the Civil War memorial; and Rabbi Isaac Mayer Wise, the founder of American Reform Judaism.

The Jewish Civil War Memorial is located on the grounds of the cemetery.  The Jewish Civil War Memorial is an obelisk, which was completed in 1868. It first honored one fallen Jewish Civil War soldier, Lt. Louis Reitler, who was killed in battle in 1862. The memorial now includes the names of local Jewish soldiers from World War I and World War II. The United Jewish Cemetery rededicated its Veterans Memorial on Memorial Day 2008, with a Marine Corps Honor Guard and a 21-gun salute. The names of the fallen heroes were read aloud.

On September 15 at 1PM,  Congregation Etz Chaim has scheduled a tour of the Walnut Hills Jewish Cemetery.  The tour will be conducted by the Operations Manager of United Jewish Cemeteries, Carrie Rhodus.
